Wide Request for our men’s ministries and churches to prepare a minimum of 
5 FLOOD BUCKETS to be available locally to your families, church families and 
community Emergency Management Agencies once the flood waters recede.   
We have provided suggestions here for preparation of each FLOOD BUCKET.  

 
• Over the weeks ahead, as the floodwaters recede there will soon be calls from 

family, churches and neighbors in our communities who need our help.  These 
FLOOD BUCKETS and your volunteering will provide the immediate resources 
needed to begin their recovery.  ABMen of Nebraska’s Disaster Ministry 
encourages each of our men’s ministry groups and churches to.....   

 
a) Communicate any needs prior to the waters receding as they come,  
b) Encourage our men (we are a men’s ministry) and churches to be 

prepared and available when called, 
c) Focus on our own families, church families and neighbors / communities 

first and foremost if you are in the immediate flood areas, 
d) Prepare for calls for help from sister ABC churches and neighbors,  
e) Encourage the churches to prepare flood buckets, 
f) Support your local church, ABC Nebraska Region and ABMEN Disaster
